
What is Closing the Loop? 

Buying products made from recycled 
materials is a key step in supporting 
recycling programs and conserving 
resources. The loop starts when you 
place materials into your curbside 
recycling bin. Once the materials are 
collected and sorted, they are sent to 
business that can use them. These 
businesses process the recyclables into 
new products. Resources are saved only 
when you purchase these products made 
from recycled materials. This is referred 
to as "closing the loop."  

While shopping, take the time to look at 
product labels to see whether the 
product or the packaging contains 
recycled content.  For the biggest 
impact, buy the products with the 
highest percentage of recycled content.
