ON AUGUST 15, 1988

The meeting was called to order at 7:30 p.m.

The Pledge of Allegiance was given.
The Rev. Donald Kaller from Bonhomme Presybterian Church led the City Council in prayer.

APPROVAL OF THE MINUTES

The Minutes of the August 1, 1988 meeting were submitted for approval. A motion was made
by Councilmember Hartman, seconded by Councilmember Hrabko to approve the minutes. A
roll call vote was taken for approval of the Minutes with the following results: Ayes - Fawcett,
Flachsbart, Frank, Hrabko, Overall, Hartman, Bute. Nays - None. Absent - Neiner. The
Minutes were approved.

INTRODUCTORY REMARKS - Mayor Fred Steinbach

Mayor Fred Steinbach recognized Lieutenant Archie Rippeto, who is a lieutenant with the 5th
precinct at the St. Louis County Police Department. Lieutenant Rippeto was in attendance on
behalf of Captain Long who is on vacation.

Mayor Fred Steinbach announced that due to the Labor Day Holiday which falls on a regular
meeting date of the City Council, the next City Council meeting will take place at City Hall on
September 6, 1988, at 7:30 p.m.



Mayor Fred Steinbach stated that anyone who wishes to speak must first fill out a speakers card.
Time would be allowed under the Communications & Petitions Section of the agenda. Several
people have expressed a desire to speak to the City Council about particular issues. Each person
will be allowed an appropriate amount of time. However, it was suggested that comments be
confined to 3 minutes.

COUNCIL COMMITTEE REPORTS / OLD BUSINESS

Public Works Committee

Councilmember Fawcett, Chairperson of the Public Works Committee, announced that based on
City Administrator Michael Herring's recommendation, the City Council has approved the hiring
of a Public Works Director who will be coming on board September 8, 1988. Mr. William C.
Hawn is currently the Public Works Director in Webster Groves. He has extensive experience in
the public works field, understands the operation of a street department and has been involved in
a major street repair program in Webster Groves.

According to Mr. Fawcett, the City is presently advertising for additional personnel for the
public works department. The Public Works Task Force has been asked to draft
ideas/suggestions and procedures that our department will follow. Finally, Mayor Fred
Steinbach stated that the City is currently accepting bids for street maintenance and snow plow
equipment etc.

Planning & Economic Development Committee

Councilmember Hrabko, Chairperson of the Planning and Economic Development Committee,
stated that the City Council approved the recommendation of City Administrator Michael
Herring for the appointment of Mr. Jerry Duepner as Director of Planning and Economic
Development. Mr. Duepner comes to Chesterfield with a wide variety of experience in the field
of planning and zoning. Mr. Duepner is currently land use supervisor for the current planning
division of the St. Louis County Planning Department. He will be leaving that position in early
September. Mr. Duepner will then go to work on forming a staff and working very closely with
the development of a Comprehensive Land Use Plan for the City. His first date of employment
will be September 6, 1988.

Due to workload and other constraints, the Planning and Economic Development Committee has
recommended Council actions regarding planning and zoning matters be presented to the
Council at the second meeting following the meeting of the Planning Commission. This process
will be implemented immediately.

The Chesterfield Economic Development Council met on August 11 to formulate its Mission
Statement and to discuss organizational issues. They are now working on the issue of strengths
and weaknesses of Chesterfield and what can be done to correct the weaknesses.

The Planning Commission continues to work on gathering data to develop a Comprehensive



Land Use Plan for the City. The proposals from consultants were due August 15. Mrs.
Domabhidy, chairman of the comprehensive Land Use Plan Committee, has received several
proposals. They will be reviewed by this special committee of the Planning Commission with a
recommendation eventually submitted to City Council to approve.

As a point of interest, the situation on Kehrs Mill Road at Pacland Place is an issue that the
Planning Commission and the Council has dealt with in the past. Mr. Hrabko stated that there
have been several traffic control signs installed on Kehrs Mill Road indicating a location of a
dangerous intersection and a sign showing the location of the sign at Pacland Place. The signs
were placed there at Chesterfield's request by St. Louis County.

Councilmember Hrabko stated that Mr. John Baggs has been our Interim Planning Director since
June 1, and his staff has done an outstanding job. The City plans on keeping Mr. Baggs on an
interim basis to work with Mr. Jerry Duepner, to allow for a smooth transition.

Finance & Administration Committee

Councilmember Frank, Chairperson of the Finance and Administration Committee, reported
interviews with auditors are scheduled for August 16, 1988, and a decision will be made after
that date.

Public Health & Safety Committee

Councilmember Flachsbart, Chairperson of the Public Health & Safety Committee, reported that
the committee is recommending the following to be appointed to the Police Board

A motion was made by Councilmember Flachsbart, seconded by Councilmember Hrabko, to
approve the recommendation of the Public Health and Safety Committee to appoint 6 members
to the Police Board of Chesterfield. A roll call vote was taken with the following results: Ayes -
Fawcett, Flachsbart, Frank, Hrabko, Overall, Hartman, Bute. Nays - None. Absent - Neiner.
Whereupon Mayor Fred Steinbach declared the motion passed.

Councilmember Flachsbart stated that the City has received 87 inquiries for the Police Reserves.
27 people were chosen for the Police Reserves. Of those 27, 21 have prior experience and 6
were new people with no experience. Councilmember Flachsbart stated that the 27 people
chosen for the Police Reserve are officially on board as of August 15, 1988. They will be
mobilized when the new police chief makes that decision. The role and function of police
reserves is still being discussed.

Annexation and Tax Transfer Committee




Councilmember Bute, Chairperson of the Annexation and Tax Transfer Committee, reported that
the City of Chesterfield was impressed by the presentation that was made on August 10 by the
citizens seeking to be annexed by the City of Chesterfield. There were more than 200 people
who provided petitions that were signed by 45% of the homeowners of the areas that wish to be
annexed. The city has established an Annexation Committee to review the facts and figures that
were presented to them at the Public Hearing. No formal action has been proposed to the City
Council. However, the Annexation Committee feels that the current citizens of Chesterfield
must not be short changed in terms of services since providing services to them is the City's first
responsibility.

A Public Hearing has been set for the Raleigh-Givens Annexation for September 1, 1988 at 7:00
p.m. at the Government Center. The City is required to set a Public Hearing within 60 days of
filing and a notice placed in the St. Louis Countian. At the Public Hearing, Raleigh-Givens will
be expected to present information which will give the council sufficient background to
determine if it is feasible to annex their property as well as reasonable and necessary to the City
of Chesterfield.

Councilmember Bute reported that residents of Chesterfield gave an overwhelming support for
the passage of the Gross Receipts Tax by giving an 89% affirmative vote to allow the city to
collect the utility tax previously collected by the county. Councilmember Bute expressed her
appreciation for the work done by the Steering Committee, City Officials, the members of boards
and commission and all the volunteers that worked so hard to make this happen. A special
thanks was expressed to Barbara McGuinness, to the press, Prell Organization and the volunteers
at the polls. The final budget has been turned in by the Prell Organization and the total expenses
were $1,300 under budget.

Logo - Councilmember Overall

Councilmember Overall reported that Design Graphics presented 4 designs to the city for
consideration as the City's logo. The council voted unanimously on one design. The new logo,
which will be green, will be used on all correspondence, business cards, city trucks, police cars,
etc. A check is to be run to determine the uniqueness of this design to Chesterfield. (See
Attached)

Councilmember Overall also reported that the Postal Service has officially informed the City of
Chesterfield that zip code lines cannot be changed to accomodate municipal boundaries. That
being the case, Chesterfield is continuing to insist that our residents, at the very least, be allowed
to utilize the name "Chesterfield" with the 63011 zip code. The City of Chesterfield is still
trying to get a hearing in regard to this matter.

NEW BUSINESS

REPORT FROM THE CITY ADMINISTRATOR

City Administrator Michael Herring announced that City Hall will be closed for business on
Monday, September 5, 1988 and will reopen Tuesday, September 6, 1988, due to the Labor Day



Holiday.

City Administrator Michael Herring announced that we have received bids results for 6 word
processing typewriters. An extended analysis and review has been done for the needs of our
directors and their corresponding assistants. After review of this analysis, we have decided on
the Panasonic KX-E700M, a word processing typewriter. It offers a tremendous amount of
flexibility. Given the fact that that Councilmember Frank is reviewing the proposals submitted
by auditing firms that will assist Chesterfield in the review of computer systems for City Hall,
we ould like to enter into a lease arrangement rather than purchase these typewriters. A lease
arrangement would give the City the flexibility of changing into a computer system in the future.
City Administrator Michael Herring is asking the approval of the City Council to enter into a
lease arrangement with Enterprise Leasing for the lease of 6 Panasonic RX-E700M Electronic
Typewriters for $108.36 each, per month. Mayor Fred Steinbach stated that since this is a
contract situation, no vote is necessary by the City Council.

City Administrator Michael Herring announced that Ms. Jan Kluba has been selected to serve as
the first Finance Director for the City of Chesterfield. Ms. Kluba presently serves as the Finance
Director for the City of Bridgeton and will begin her employment with the City of Chesterfield
on September 1, 1988. City Administrator Michael Herring stated that he is looking forward to
having her as a member of his staff.

City Administrator Michael Herring announced that the next position to be filled is Assistant
City Administrator/Personnel. He will begin interviewing those individuals and make a
selection soon.

City Administrator Michael Herring announced that the City has received the official 1980
Census population count for the City of Chesterfield. This population total has been certified at
28,384. The total housing units are 9,207. Until the next census in 1990, this population total
will form the basis of all revenue received by the City of Chesterfield, which is based on
population.

ADDITIONAL NEW BUSINESS

approve a full liquor license to Petro Mart on Olive Street Road. A roll call vote was taken with
the following results: Ayes - Fawcett, Flachsbart, Frank, Hrabko, Overall, Bute, Hartman.

Mr. Wuerz made
the suggestion that Forest Crest be a thru street, whereas the Planning Commission
recommended a cul-de-sac at one end.

Mr. Ray Miller, a resident of Chesterfield, spoke in opposition to the recommendation the
Planning Commission made to the City Council. He also would like Forest Crest to be a thru
street. Mr. Ray Miller expressed his concern that many of the nearby residents were not aware
of the Public Hearing, because he claimed the sign was posted improperly. Last week Mr. Miller
received 50 signatures of residents requesting a thru street on Forest Crest. There was a question
of whether a notice was published in the Chesterfield News. There was no publication of the
Chesterfield News that week. The notice was placed in the St. Louis Countian. Councilmember
Hrabko stated that the fire department must review this planned cul-de-sac in the Borman
Development, and City Council has not received any recommendation from them.

Mr. George Saber, who is not a resident of Chesterfield, spoke of many concerns of his property
and the general area where he lives, and in opposition to the proposed thru street in the Borman
Development. He favored a cul-de-sac.

ADJOURNMENT
