REPORT OF THE CITY ADMINISTATOR

City Administrator Mike Herring reported that Imoges, located at 16635 Chesterfield
Airport Road, has applied for a liquor license &l §eer and wine by the drink. This
application has been approved by both the Depatsneh Planning and Police.

Mr. Herring next reported that proposals were rdgesought, from qualified firms, for
the operation/management of the Family Aquatic €entAlthough the City currently
has a contract in place for these services withedufirds Unlimited, new
construction/expansion at this facility necessdadesignificant expansion of the services
currently provided. Having reviewed the informoatiprovided to him by Mr. Dunkle,
Mr. Herring joined with him in recommending awartl @ new contract to Lifeguards
Unlimited, in an amount not to exceed $257,500,cldendar year 2007, with options to
extend said contract for 2008 and 2009.
