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Barbara Whitman called the meeting to order at 7:31 p.m.

The December minutes were accepted with the following change:  Heigge should be Heggie.

NEW BUSINESS

1. Shawn Seymour reported that Mike Geisel is looking for space to store the books.

2. Shawn ask everyone to review and update last year’s Inventory List.

3. Nancy Greenwood volunteered to chair the Oral History Committee.

4. Jane suggested putting a price sticker on all CHC books sold at City Hall.

COMMITTEE REPORT

1. Calendar – Arland reported calendar sales = $135.00.

2. No reports from Oral History, Archeology or Current History

3. Book – Ann reported that the ISBN and barcode have been obtained and IPC has applied for the Library of Congress catalog number.  Aimee agreed to ask for permission to use the City logo in the book.  Nancy and Barb agreed to write two sentences endorsing the book to be used on the back cover.  Ann discussed some marketing strategies for the book one of which was an open house book release reception.  Barb suggested that the City might be willing to host such a reception.  Bruce agreed to propose the idea to the City.

OLD BUSINESS

Jane made a motion to rescind the previous motion to make CHC a statutory commission and to make the LPC a subcommittee of CHC.  The motion passed with 5 ayes and 1 abstention.  The City Council must approve a statutory request.  Aimee explained that a statutory commission must get the approval of Planning & Public Works when requesting over a certain amount from the treasury.  All projects must be approved.  There is more government supervision when a commission is statutory.

Jane reported that CHC could open a non-interest bearing account for civic organizations and the relationship with the City would remain the same as it is now.  CHC would have to become a non-profit organization.

Bruce and Aimee informed the PP&W committee of the Commission vote to become a statutory committee. PP&W instructed staff to review all options and report back to the committee. Bruce agrees with the vote not to become a statutory committee and prefers a non-profit with a separate bank account, but maintain the present relationship with the City.

Bruce asked if donations to CHC are City Property or solely CHC property.  Shawn claims that the City sends the donor a form letter signed by the mayor, therefore the property belongs to the City, but CHC is the caretaker.

The meeting adjourned at 8:55 p.m.
