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Barbara Whitman called the meeting to order at 7:30 p.m.

Rob Heigge, the City attorney was introduced.

The November minutes were approved as submitted.

FINANCIAL REPORT

Barb gave the financial report of $15,106.91 after $5,490 was deducted for the book down payment.  Ann questioned why the calendar ad receipts and the payment for the completed 2011 calendars wasn’t reflected in the financial reports from Jan. – Nov. 2010.  Jane offered to give Shawn the receipts for ad payments and he will research the discrepancies.

COMMITTEE REPORTS

Calendar -- Barb reported that 103 calendars have been sold for $515.

Book – Shawn will check with Mike Geisel about storage space for the finished books.

Barb reported that Wildwood would store the drop leaf table until spring.

All other committee reports were tabled until January at Barb’s request.

NEW BUSINESS

The City has directed CHC to move its money out of the City account by Dec. 31, 2010.  Barb explained three options:  
1. become an independent non-profit entity

2. add money to the Heritage Foundation bank account

3. combine with the Landmarks Preservation Commission to become a statutory commission.

Rob Heigge explained that the City has some rules regulating access to the treasury of statutory commissions. 

Jane made the following motion:  The Chesterfield Historical Commission should become a statutory commission of the City and the Landmarks Preservation Commission should become a subcommittee of CHC.  The motion passed unanimously.  The name of the new commission will be discussed at the January meeting.  Barb and Aimee will work together to write a new ordinance.

The meeting adjourned at 8:21 p.m.
