Ho. Betsy Litton addressed the Compittee expressing concern over the
designation of the area on South Outer 40, went of Timberlake Manor as offlce.
Mo. Litton urged that the area more appropriately should be designated -

residential.

Councilmember Hrabko noted that the plan had besn adopted by the Planning
Commisaion, and that the ipsue before the Council would be endorsement of the
Plan. He also noted that the Plan would be reviewed and updated annually.

Councilmembers Hurt, Mathaway and Bute exprogaed concern over the office
designation of the property at Yimbsrlake Manor.
