meeting of the Planning & Economic Development Committee of the Clty

11 of the Clity of Chesterfield was held on February 23, 1989, at
:30 p.m. in the City Council Conference Room. In attendance were Councfl-
member Richard Hrabko, Chairman Ward 1V; Councllimember Jade Bute, Ward
II; Counc{lmember Barry Flachsbart, Ward I3 Jerry Duepner, Director of
Planzing/Economic Development, and Anna Klefner, Planning Specialist.

The first ftem was discussion of subdivision promotion and direction signs
within the City of Chesterfield. In attendance, at the invitation of

the Committee, were representatives of the Home Builders Association of
St. Louis, Rick Raleigh, Tom Shaw, Ed Levinson, and Pat Sullivan. Members
of the Committee discussed the concern of the proliferation of subdivision
direction slgns within the City,’parttcularly at major Intersections such
as Long Road and Wild Horse Creek Road., A suggestion was made of the
possibil{ity of allowing one large sign to be util{zed 88 a directory for
developments vwithin the area. Problems inhevent with this proposal were
discussed,-lncluding the possibility of the need for two signs at major
Intersections. The desire was to have a uniform sign size with some
standard{zation of message and Informatfon. The Committee agreed that

the members of the Home Builders Assoctation would get back at the next
meeting to discuss possiblc ways to address this issue,

The second ftem was p.cC. 36-88 Barnes Group; MXD architectural elevations
and amended s{te development plan; southeast side of Olive Boulevard at
East Drive. The elevations and site plan were approved by the Planning
Commissfon at its meeting on February 13, 1989, and forwarded with that
recommendation to the Planning and Economic Development Committee for
review. In discussion, concern was raised on the amount of detentlon

to be provided. Councilmember Flachsbart directed staff to discuss the
requirements for detention and the frequency of storm to be accommodated
with the Director of Public Works. Councilmember Bute moved to approve
the site plan, with the provision of paving blocks, a chain, and additional
landscaping at the emergency - access from Hitchcock, and that this access
shall be for emergency purposes only, and not to be used for service
vehicles; that detention be provided in accordance with the standards

tied in with county arterfal roads or portions of a subdivision plat which
are adjacent or contiguous to g county arterifal, the County Department

of Highways ang Traffic be consulted. The motion was seconded by Counci]-
member Bute, ang approved by a vote of 3~-0,

ITtem four was the Clty of Crestwood Ordinance concerning screenlng of
commercial development fronm resident{al Property. Committee members
discugssed the appropriateness of establishing an ordinance which pre-
scribed one means of screening commercial development from resldential
property. The Committee received and f{led the Ordinance from the Ciey
of Crestwood, and referred the ftem to the Planning Department to take
Into consideration and utilize as deemed appropriate.

Item five was p.g, 152-78 Monsanto*Company; a8 request to amend a "C-8"
Ordinance for a site located at the northwest quadrant of Olive Boulevard
and I-64/U.3, Highway 40, Councilmember Flachsbart moved to approve the
Planning Commission tecommendation. The motion was seconded by Councii-
member Bute, and approved by a vote of 3-0,

Item six wag p.c. 1-88 DeShetler; a request for a "C-8" District Ordfnance
Amendment for g site located on the vwest side of 0Olive Boulevard, north ,
of I-64/U.8. Highway 40. Councilmember Flachsbart moved for approval

of the Planning Commission's recommendation with the provision of addi-
tional landscaping, architectural elevations to minimize the strip
appearance of the development, and that accegs drives to the site be
located as far west and east ag possible. The motion was seconded by

Councilmember Bute, and approved by a vote of 3-0,

Item ten was P.C. 129-78 John H. Kramer (Cambridge Engineering); a "M-3"
District Ordinance Amendment request for a tract on the north sfde of
Chesterfield Alrport Road, west of Long Road. A motion was made by
Councilmember Bute for approval of the Planning Commission recommendation.
The motion was seconded by Councilmember Flachsbart and was approved by

a vote of 3-0.

Ttem eleven was P.C. 87-86 Eisenberg Co.; a P.E.U. in the "R~6A"

Ordinance Amendment request for a tract located at the southeast cormer

of Clarkson and Baxter Roads. A motion was made by Councilmember Bute

to approve the Planning Commission recommendation with an amendment to
allow in conjunction with the church, related activities, such as community
organizat{ons and meetings. The motion was secended by Councflmember

Flachsbart, and was approved by a vote of 3-0.
