Staff Report

Tom McCarthy updated the committee regarding the BaEberwein park. Tom
McCarthy discussed the dugouts. They are presemaitiing on eight of them. Tom
McCarthy stated that they are putting in 8 new garplots. 100% of the existing plots
are being reused by the same people and theyawvil to do a lottery for the new plots.
Tom McCarthy stated that they are working on therdige issue at the Dog Park. They
are working on the Pavers and putting a ribbonraddhe pavilion. They are putting in
walkways to control the drainage and changing tiadigg. They are clearing
Honeysuckle around the Pond and putting in more@atants. They are working with
the Corp to get a dredging permit to dredge ouptira and clean it up. Tom McCarthy
stated that dredging the pond is a long way off tdygermit requirements.

Tom McCarthy discussed flag football and ultimatssifee and a men’s soccer league at
CVAC. He is also working on a breakfast bike rid@m McCarthy is working with St.



Luke’s Hospital on a 40 mile cycling ride in pantsigip with Trail Net and Great Rivers
Greenway. He is working on an owl program andaafidentification program. Bill
Dowdy asked about a map for the bike routes toubénpthe newsletter. Tom McCarthy
stated that he is working on putting together a foaphe cyclists that shows the bike
routes. He is working on putting the trails/bikeites/parks in the newsletter and on the
website. Tom McCarthy stated that the trail is ammnpleted from Baxter under the
highway. They are in the process of lighting tfa&l 50 it is not officially open. Tom
McCarthy is also putting a proposal together fguardrail for safety purposes. The next
section on the north side near the ice rink wilhiare of a challenge as they are waiting
for pump status and need to get an easement fremmatmeowner. Bill Dowdy asked
about putting up signs as there are not signs eoBdRoad past Long Road. Barry
Flachsbart stated that we would need to work wighgublic works department to put up
the signs. There may be more money in the funetves for this. Tom McCarthy stated
that he would check into it.

The event will be held
throughout Central Park, at the Chesterfield Antpatre where there will be a variety of
on stage performances/presentations. Numerous xendbbe selling up-cycled and
recycled art and craft items in addition to promglinformation on a variety of topics
related to sustaining our environment. Nativedlaill be for sale, and native trees will
be given away; some are city ‘street trees’. Thaliebe a recycle drive at the Pavilion
Parking Re/Ecycle Drive through, in the parking I@peration Food Search will be there
collecting food, canned items, and personal pradaltiof which are listed on their

“Most Wanted Items” list. In addition, Youth in i®ace will be competing by reusing
Science Fair exhibits or by creating one to ‘thstwaters’. Truly, Sustainability in
Action will be present. There will be awards gienthe science exhibits at NOON on
stage.
